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A. Introduction 
 
Schneider Electric University Challenge - “Green the World @ My Campus” is an inter-university 
competition targeted to selected government and private funded universities in Malaysia, which has 
engineering faculties to participate fully in this prestigious competition.  

Schneider Electric’s mission is to make energy safer, more reliable, more efficient and more productive. 
Every day, we show that business, environmental and societal concerns go hand in hand. It is our 
intention to spread and encourage the future generation to use energy efficient solutions in every area. 
Hence, creating a greener world for everyone.  

 

B. Organization 
 
1. The Schneider Electric University Challenge 2010 with the theme of Green the World @ My Campus 

(hereafter referred to as the “Energy Efficiency University Challenge”) is organized by Schneider 
Electric Industries (M) Sdn. Bhd. 

 
2. To ensure the University Challenge proceeds smoothly, an “University Challenge Organizing Committee” 

and “University Challenge Judging Panel” have been established (hereafter referred to as “the committee” 
and “the panel” respectively. 

 
3. The committee is responsible for drawing up the list of participating universities and number of teams, 

defining the rules and regulations, awards setting, date of competition, publication of the assessment 
results as well as liaising with co-organizing parties on the collaboration details and publicity tasks, etc. 

 
4. The panel is responsible for the evaluation of the Round 1 proposal and Round 2 technical reports and 

judging the final round of the competition on-site. 
 

5. The University Challenge is aimed towards full-time university students in Malaysia. 
 

6. During the course of the competition, each participant unit is required to maintain good communication with 
the institutions and the committee. 

 
 
C. Eligibility 
 
1. Participants are required to be full-time undergraduates doing Bachelor’s degree in engineering in 

universities in Malaysia. 
 

2. Participants may register as a team of minimum two to maximum three persons. 
 
 
D. Competition Process 
 
1. All relevant and necessary information will be made available on the following website: 

http://www.schneider-electric.com.my   
 

2. Competition Format: 
a) Round 1: Participants are required to make a feasible energy efficiency solution proposal that is 

related to their university campus within a specified time frame using the equipment in the equipment 
list provided by the committee. A budget of 4000 Euros is given to each team to purchase the 
equipment in the equipment list. The foreign exchange rate to convert Euro to Ringgit Malaysia that the 
participants can use in their report is 5.00.  
Participants are only allowed to use Schneider Electric products unless those products/ equipments 
needed are not available in Schneider Electric offer. Each team will be given an allowance of 
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maximum RM800 to purchase these products. The claim of this allowance will be based on receipt of 
the products purchased.  
Each team is only allowed to submit one proposal and the proposal submitted has to be executable. 
The 10 teams whose proposals are considered “best” by the standards of the panel will progress to 
Round 2 and final round.  
 

b) Round 2: The 10 teams are required to construct a working version of their proposed system by 
making use of the equipments provided by the committee. They are also required to submit a 
technical report explaining their system based on the demonstration unit done. 
 

c) Final round: Finalists will need to attend a half-day on-site competition. They will be required to 
prepare a 5 minutes practical demonstration of their proposals to show how their ideas would work in 
practice and another 5 minutes of on-stage presentation on their proposals. The champion, 1st runner-
up and 2nd runner-up will be decided by the panel at the end of this event. Prize presentation ceremony 
will be conducted on the presentation day itself. Certification of participation will also be given to each 
finalist on the same day.  

 
3. Equipment List: 

 
The committee will provide an equipment list for their proposal consideration. For detailed facilities and related 
technical information, please refer to the Energy Efficiency University Challenge official website. Products will 
be made available to participant units for the purposes of fabricating their final prototypes/ demonstration unit. 
Participants are only allowed to propose solutions based on the products range of Schneider Electric unless 
those products/ equipments are not available in Schneider Electric. 
 
4. The panel has not set any limit on the content of the Energy Efficiency Solution Proposals. This year’s 

theme, “Green the World @ My Campus,” tasks students with finding energy-efficient solutions that can be 
implemented on their own campus. For instance:- 
i) Air conditioning control in lecture hall,  
ii) Lighting control in faculty building walkway 
iii) Building temperature control

E. Prizes 
 
Round 1 and Round 2 results of this contest will be determined by the University Challenge Judging Panel. 
Shortlisted team from Round 1 will be announced on Schneider Electric (M) website and the participants will be 
notified via email or phone call by 13th August 2010. Round 2 results will be announced after the Round 2 
presentation and will be followed by a prize giving ceremony on the same day. The University Challenge 
Organizing Committee will be responsible for the issuance of certificates and presentation of prizes.

G. Competition Schedule 
 
1. Registration period: 

6th July 2010 – 26th July 2010. Participants must register online at www.schneider-electric.com.my . Late 
entries will not be recognized. 

 
2. Round 1: 

Proposal submission period: 6th July 2010– 6th August 2010. Participants must submit their proposal 
according to the requirements detailed above. Late entrants will be disqualified. 
 

3. Preparation for Round 2: 
a) 18th August 2010: One to one discussion with the panel. Each shortlisted team will be given a 

duration of half an hour with the panel to discuss on how to improve their proposal in order to 
realize the demonstration unit.  

b) 19th August 2010: Products training. Finalists will be trained at Schneider Electric (M) headquarter 
on Schneider Electric’s products and energy efficiency solution.  
 

4. Round 2: 
Technical report submission period: 20th August 2010 – 9th September 2010. Participants have to 
construct a technical report explaining the solution and demonstration unit. 
 
 

5. Final round: 
Demonstration unit submission deadline: 22nd September 2010.  
Team presentation, announcement of winner, and prize giving ceremony: 22nd September 2010. 
Participants have to give a 5 minutes presentation on the demonstration unit followed by 5 minutes 
Q&A with the panel, and 5 minutes presentation on stage. The panel will immediately confer and 
announce the results on the presentation day itself.

I. Objection System
